Vznikl v nékolika etapach v obdobi od konce 15. do poc¢atku 16. stoleti. Pravdé-
podobné mezi lety 1527 a 1548 se kodex dostal za ne zcela jasnych okolnosti do
Némecka, kde byl posléze uloZen v univerzitni knihovné v Jené, podle c¢ehoz
ziskal i sviij dne$ni nazev. Jensky kodex byl imyslné sestaven jako pfipominka
utrakvistické historie Cech. Zaroveii ma vliv i na vnimani této historie o mnoho
stoleti pozdéji - fada jeho vyobrazeni byva s oblibou pouZzivana jako ilustrace
nejruznéjsich historickych publikaci, ale i p¥i jinych p¥ileZitostech.

* The exhibition commemorates the 600th anniversary of
Master Jan Hus’s burning on the stake in Constance. With
use of unique items from the collections of the National
Museum, the exposition, in addition to emphasizing the
importance of this scholar and reformer, also highlights
his legacy in terms of religion and ethics. Apart from
that, the exhibition mentions a part of the Hussite period,
undoubtedly a highly significant chapter of the Czech
history on which the death of Jan Hus had such a huge
impact.

* From 5th to 8th June 2015 all visitors have a unique
opportunity to see one of most valuable items of the
National Museum - the original volume of the Codex

of Jena.

* Furthermore, the National Museum is going to display for
the first time the stained glass depicting burning of Jan Hus
and eight aristocratic coats-of-arms from the turn of the
17th and 18th century, or the preparatory studies by Karl
Friedrich Lessing, German artist, to his famous oil painting
entitled “Hussite Sermon” from 1836.

* Jan Hus's personality will also be approached by

various items from his imprisonment in Constance, his
manuscripts, or the so-called “Hus’s mug” with part of the
lyric for his song Krali slavny, Kriste dobry (King Glorious,
Christ Good) that he reportedly composed in his cell. Other
items such as historical drawings or coins approach daily
life in the Kingdom of Bohemia and its citizens in the
middle ages.

The manuscript was being completed in several stages from the end of the
15th till the beginning of the 16th century. Probably between 1527 and 1548 this
masterpiece appeared under unexplained circumstances in Germany where
was later deposited in the university library of Jena, the city by which the
script is currently named after. The Codex of Jena was intentionally composed
as “causa memoriae”, i.e. a reminder of the Utraquist Movement in the Czech
history. At the same time it has influenced the way of seeing this part of Czech
history many centuries later. Many illustrations are often reprinted in various
publications and also used on many other occasions.
